A lack of confidence when breastfeeding out and about combined with fear of negative reactions is a key reason why women stop breast​feeding or introduce formula milk. This is particularly preva​lent amongst lower income and younger mothers. Addressing health inequalities in breastfeeding has been identified as a priority in the Public Health White Paper, Healthy Lives, Healthy People (2010).Adopting the  Breastfeeding Welcome Scheme in the local area will contribute towards the cultural shift needed to see more mothers and babies benefiting from breastfeeding.
